Topic:- Pictography of Harappa civilization Speaker told students that The indus script also known as the script 

is a corpus of symbole produced by the indus valley civilization most Inscriptions Containing these symbols 

are extremely short, working it difficult to judge writers or not these symbols Constituted A writing used to 

record the as yet Unidentified languages of the indus valley civilization  In spite of many attempt the script 

has not been deciphered ,but efforts are ongoing. There is no known bilingual inscription to help decipher the 

script and the script shows no significant changes over time . 

               We want to know indus script is the writing system developed by the indus valley civilisation and it is 

the earliest from of Writing known in the indian subcontinent. The originof this script is  poorly Understood . 

We Find the earliest known examples of the indus script signs attested on Ravi and kotDiji Pottery excavated 

at Harappa
